WHY: The YKSC is hosting this Skate-a-thon to assist in covering off the cost of renting yearly 
ice. This will benefit YKSC skaters of all ages by helping to keep our cost of skating down to the 
skaters of Yellowknife. This event will be filled with music, prizes & most importantly bragging 
rights to the individual who takes the grand prize for raising the most amount of money for this 
event. 
 
HOW:  Use the pledge form (see attached) to collect pledges from family and friends. Sponsors 
can pledge an amount per lap or a flat donation. Skaters will skate as many laps as they can in 
the hour provided. Counters will be provided in each corner of the ice to ensure that they have 
completed the laps required. Skaters then must collect pledges from their sponsors. If you are 
unable to get pledges skaters can pay a $10 participation fee.  All pledge checks should be made 
out to Yellowknife Skating Club and turned in to Diane Hartford by Friday February 25, 2011.
